Materials: Baby or sport-weight yarn, needles to 
give gauge (try size 3 and 5 needles) 
Gauge: 24 st x 32 rows = 4" x 4" in st st using 
larger needles 
 
Notes: Pattern includes 1 st at each edge of each 
piece for selvage edges*.  Sweater pictured is in 
double seed stitch. 
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Starting at bottom of leg:  

 Using smaller needles, cast on 32 st.   
 K 1, p 1 rib for about 6 rows.   
 Change to larger needles.  Inc in every st across 
row except selvage sts (62 st).   

 St st for desired length of pant leg to crotch: 
make it a little long for puffy legs.  Usually about 
1 to 1 ½" for bloomers under a dress or 2" for 
long pants.  End on wrong side row.  

 Crotch:  Bind off 4 st at beg of next 6 rows. (50 
sts)  St st for  2 to 2 ½"  to waist depending on 
puffiness desired. 

 
Waistband: Using smaller needles, (K 2 tog, k1) 
across (37 st).  K 1, p 1 rib for about 7 rows.  Bind 
off. 
 
Finishing:  Sew short pant leg seams.  Sew crotch 
seam (i.e. from front waistband to crotch to back  
waistband).

Front &  Back:  Using smaller needles, cast on 37 
st.  K 1, p 1 rib for 4 rows.  Change to larger 
needles.  St st desired length to underarm until piece 
measures 2".   
Armholes:  Bind off 3 st at beginning of next 4 
rows.  St st until piece measures 3½" or, just below 
neck.   
Neck:  K 11, bind off 3 st, K 11.  Work two sides 
separately now.  Bind off 2 st every other row twice 
at neck edge leaving 7 st for shoulder.  St st about 4 
rows to top of shoulder. Bind off.   
 
Finishing Neck: Sew one shoulder seam.  Using 
smaller needles, pick up about 46 st around the neck 
and k 1, p 1 rib about 4 rows.  Bind off.  (Alternate 
method:  sew both shoulder seams first and use 
smaller size DP needles to pick up stitches and rib 
neck.  Very loose neck will allow a "turtle neck" to 
fit over bear's head.) 
 
Sleeves: Sew shoulder seams together. Pick up 
about 30 st across front/back armhole edges.  St st 
for about length to wrist ending on wrong side row. 
Cuffs: Using smaller needles, (K 2 tog, p 1) across.  
K 1, p 1 rib about 3 more rows.  Bind off in rib st. 
(Alternate method: sew side seams first and use 
larger size DP needles to pick up stitches around 
armhole.) 
 
Finishing:  Sew up side seams. 
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Materials: Baby 
yarn, needles to give 
gauge (try size 1 DP 
needles) 
Gauge: 26 st = 4 
inches in st stitch 
 
Ribbing:  Knitting 
in the round, cast on 57 st and divide among 3 
needles.  Rib about 4 rows. 
 
Increase:  Inc all around to make even 114 st.  Knit 
about 1 1/2 inches or 12 rows. 
 
Decreases:  

 (K 2 tog, K 17) all around. 
 (K 2 tog, K 16) all around (K 2 tog always on top 
of last row's K 2 tog). 

 (K 2 tog, K 15 ) all around 
 and continue in this decrease pattern until...(K 2 
tog, K 1) all around 

 
Finishing: Pull string through last few stitches and
