Materials: Baby or sport-weight yarn, nubby yarn 
for beach towel, needles to give gauge (try size 3 
and 5 needles,size 6 needle for beach towel, size E 
crochet hook.  Craft foam, string elastic and wide 
elastic for visor and sandals 
 
Gauge: 24 st x 32 rows = 4" x 4" in st st using 
larger needles 
 
Notes: Pattern includes 1 st at each edge of each 
piece for selvage edges.  
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 Using larger needles, cast on 80 sts 
 St st to desired length from hem to waist using a 
pattern of your choice or different color yarns to 
make stripes. End on wrong side row. 

 (P5, P2tog) across 
 Cast off 
 Crochet about a 6”  chain, pick up sts on top edge 
of wrap using single crochet stitch, chain about 
6” , fasten off. 

 Crochet around other 3 edges for a finished look, 
or, just leave as is. 
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Swimsuit is knit by starting at back waist and 
knitting down towards crotch, under crotch and 
then up the front side of suit. 

 Starting with larger needles, cast on 40 sts 
 St st 8 rows or length to just above tail. 
 Tail hole: K16, cast off 6, K16.  Next row: P16, 
cast on 6, P16 

 (Dec 1 st ea side every other row) 10 times (20 
sts) 

 (K2tog) across (10 sts) 
 St st desired length for crotch (just a few rows) 
 Inc in ea st across (20 sts) 
 Inc 1 st ea side every other row 10 times (40 sts) 

 St st about 10 rows, or length to waist. 
 Cast off 2 sts beg of next 4 rows 
 St st to appropriate length to start V-neck ending 
on wrong side row. 

 K 20, put remaining 20 sts on holder and work 
both sides separately. 

Suit top sides:  
 Dec 1 st on neck edge every row until 4 sts 
remain.  Do not break yarn.  

 Slip sts off knitting needle and put 4 sts onto 
crochet hook ending with yarn tail at hook end.   

 Pull yarn through all 4 sts then one single crochet 
and pull tight.   

 Chain st about 6 inches and fasten off for tie.  
 Slip sts from stitch holder back onto knitting 
needle and work same as other side in same 
method as first. (Ties will tie in back of bear’s 
neck to hold up top, obviously.) 

 
Finishing:  Sew up side seams using tails where 
available.  Optionally, you can add a single crochet 
edge in contrasting color around the opening. 
Starting in middle back, go up one side, around V-
neck and down the other side.  Join in back and 
fasten off. Leg openings can be similarly finished 
off. 
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Materials: Size E crochet hook, sport weight yarn. 
 
Sides: (make 2) 
 

 Chain about 5 sts and join ends. 
 Double crochet (DC) around outside increasing 
in each chain 

 Continue to DC around increasing enough on 
each row to keep piece lying flat until piece is 
desired diameter for bag (about 4”) 

 
Join the two sides together by crocheting a long 
rectangular piece and catching one st of either side 
as you go: 

 Put hook through one st from side piece #1 and 
pull up one chain st 

 Chain 6 sts, pick up one st from side piece #2, 
turn 

 Chain one, DC in 2nd chain from hook and DC 
next 5 ch, pick up one st from side piece #1, turn 

 Chain 1, DC 6 across, pick up one st from side 
piece, turn (continue until ¾ of the way around 
the bag. 

 Use chain st to make handles as shown. 
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Materials:  Size 6 needles, Terry-type nubby cotton 
yarn is the best, but, sport weight yarn can be used 
as well. 
 

 Cast on an appropriate number of sts to make the 
towel a width from bear’s elbow to elbow with 
arms stretched out sideways. 

 Garter st until piece is not quite twice as long as 
it is wide (eyeball it for towel shape). 

 Cast off. 
 
Hint: For one-row stripes in towel, you need to 
move all sts from one needle to the other after 
contrasting row is knit.  Then, garter st desired 
number of rows and move all sts back to other 
needle so you can pick up the contrasting color 
again.  Always knit the contrasting color on the 
same side of 
piece. 
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Visor is made from craft foam sheets.  Just cut a 
kidney-bean shape the size to fit your bear.  
(Experiment with paper folded in half as a pattern 
before cutting the foam).  It is fastened with a thin 
elastic cord that is knotted at one end and punched 
through the two ends of the visor with a large 
tapestry needle where indicated by “x”s. 
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Sandles are 
made from craft 
foam sheets and 
wide elastic.  
Just trace an 
oval the size of your bear’s foot and cut two “soles”  
for each sandal.  Sandwich the ends of the elastic 
between the two layers on each side of foot and sew 
the two soles together.  You can do this by hand, or, 
if you are very handy at guiding things, with a 
sewing machine with a very long stitch (otherwise 
you will just cut the foam).  You could also glue the 
two soles together and just stitch where the elastic is 
for strength.
